Faith Sharing Interviews

Here are some basic questions we use to help our adult church members share their faith with our young people. We typically use this format in a setting where adults are able to pay us a visit in one of our venues. We give this list in advance to an individual or to a couple and ask them to choose the questions they wish to answer. Laurie or Gary become the interviewer and guide the “interviewees” through the chosen questions. Interviews tend to last between 3 and 6 minutes.

Another option is to do what we call “speed dating”. Narrow the sheet below down to about five questions. In a group setting, pair up young people and have them interview one or two adults. Keep the interviews about 8 to 12 minutes in length and rotate the pairs around. We always get the questions to adults ahead of time and typically we go to them…their Sunday School room, their regularly meeting group time etc…

Feel free to tweak, change, add questions that will work in your setting.
