KNOW YOUR MISSION
A mission statement is a personal statement around which all activities in your life can be centered. This statement gives you a framework from which to set goals, make decisions, and live out your faith. It should be large enough to encompass everything you do in life. It should be both eternal and personal in nature.
To help you start creating your mission statement, consider the following questions:   

· What characteristics do you want others to see in your life?

· What do you dream about doing?

· What do you do with extra money?

· How do you spend your free time? What are your interests? 
· What would you consider to be your passion in life? 
· What gives you the feeling of purpose?
